A Little History as We Celebrate our 150th Anniversary

In many of Immanuel's historical documents, the writers are careful to note three letters after Immanuel's name: U.A.C.  These three letters are fundamental to who we were, who we are today, and where we are going in the future.  In 1855, Samuel Simon Schmucker of the General Synod proposed, along with Benjamin Kurtz and Samuel Sprecher the "Definite Synodical Platform."  This document contained the "American Recension of the Augsburg Confession."  Here was a case where "Lutherans" came out against private confession and absolution, the doctrine of baptismal regeneration, and also the Real Presence of the body and blood of Christ in Holy Communion!  To make a long story short, solid, faithful Lutherans were appalled that some would try to change our Biblical, God-given doctrine, even though such changes would make so-called "Lutherans" more at home in the realm of American Christianity.  Biblical Lutheran Churches often put U.A.C. after their names to indicate that they would not modify their beliefs from that of the original Augsburg Confession.  U.A.C. stands for "Unaltered Augsburg Confession."  Still today, Immanuel is a church of the Unaltered Augsburg Confession.  The doctrine of this document is drawn entirely from the Word of God, and need not be changed at all.  Charles Porterfield Krauth of the Philadelphia Seminary spoke for the faithful Lutherans when he proclaimed: "The Unaltered Augsburg Confession is by preeminence the confession of that faith.  The acceptance of its doctrines and the avowal of them without equivocation or mental reservation make, mark and identify that Church which alone in the true, original, historical, and honest sense is the Evangelical Lutheran Church.  The only churches, therefore, in any land which are properly in Unity of the Communion, and by conscience entitled to its name, Evangelical Lutheran, are those which sincerely hold and truthfully confess the doctrines of the Unaltered Augsburg Confession."
