A Little History as We Celebrate our 150th Anniversary
Did you know that even before the Synod was organized, the members of Trinity congregation in St. Louis started to print Christian literature in the basement of the church? Concordia Publishing House was organized in 1869 without any costs to the Synod, since the stock that was sold for $25 per share was retired from profits. A new plant was built in 1874 and by 1890 CPH printed, among other things, 45,000 hymnals and 25,000 catechisms. At the World’s Fair in 1904, CPH received the highest prize and award for excellence of material and workmanship.
