A Little History as We Celebrate our 150th Anniversary

Believe it or not?  The total expenses of the Fort Wayne Seminary for the 1848-1849 academic year were $703.51.  In 1851 a student’s board in St. Louis cost $1.25 per week.  Heating was done by a stove in each room, and a student paid one dollar per year for fuel and three dollars per year for light (candlelight).  A very large amount of support for the schools at Fort Wayne and St. Louis came from friends in the neighborhood who brought farm products and donations of all kinds and “adopted” students.  These students were frequent guests for Sunday dinners and often had their laundry done free of charge.
