A Little History as We Celebrate our 150th Anniversary
Did you know that in the first 100 years of the LCMS, mission work was begun in 17 countries, including the United States?  Noteworthy is the Rev. Edward L. Arndt, who had been a professor at Concordia College, St. Paul, who resigned in order to promote mission work in China.  In 1912 he organized the Evangelical Lutheran Mission for China.  In 1917 the work in China was taken over by the Synod, and in 1922 a seminary was established in Hankow.  The seminary was closed in 1949 when the Chinese People’s Republic forced the withdrawal of all Missouri Synod personnel.
