Explanation of the Small Catechism – Review

Why are all six chief parts of the Small Catechism taken from the Bible alone?
All the chief parts of the Small Catechism are taken from the Bible, because as God’s written Word the Bible is the only final authority for Christian faith and life. “We pledge ourselves to the prophetic and apostolic writings of the Old and New Testaments as the pure and clear foundation of Israel, which is the only true norm according to which all teachers and teachings are to be judged and evaluated ….”
[We have] a single universally accepted … form of doctrine … from which and according to which, because it is drawn from the Word of God, all other writings are to be approved and accepted, judged and regulated” (Formula of Concord SD Rule and Norm 3, 10).
