Fall Schedule to Resume

On Sunday, September 11, Immanuel will begin the fall schedule. Explanation of the Small Catechism - Review

How is human reason to be used in understanding Holy Scripture?

A)

Holy Scripture is given in human language.  To determine what is says we need to apply rules of language, such as grammar and logic.  It is right to use reason as a servant of the text, but the guidance of the Holy Spirit is essential for its proper understanding.

B)

Unlike all other books, Holy Scripture is God's Word and truth.  It is wrong to question or deny the truthfulness of the sacred text (as happens, for example, with historical criticism).  

 

This Week's Mission Challenge

For the week of September 4th, every member of Immanuel is encouraged to memorize one Scripture passage that may prove helpful in telling others about Jesus.  If you don't remember John 3:16 by heart, this passage might be a good place to begin!  Pray to the Lord for guidance in how to best share the love of Jesus with those who do not know Him as Savior and Lord.
